	Example: 77% of the youth reported that they knew how to write a check correctly before the program.
	A sizeable number of the youth already know how to write checks.
	Further analyze data to determine who needs help in this area and target them for assistance rather than including check writing as part of the program for all.

	2
	Example: Over half of all male respondents reported in the open-ended question that they felt like they were blamed for rape and were not a part of the solution.
	Program content and delivery may need to be adapted to be more inclusive towards men.
	(i) Reach out to men who have taken the program and ask for feedback on how they could be more inclusive. (ii) email out to listserv to see what solutions others have come up with (iii) think about including action lists that men can engage in to be part of the solution in presentations
